Abstract

In the morning session I’d like to present the decision making as a periodontist for
retaining the natural teeth with hopeless or questionable prognosis in the anterior region
or to be removed and restored with pontic or replaced with implants all to satisfy the
need for esthetics. Differences from Dr. Tarnow’s rules will be discussed to explore the
extent of maximal preservation of natural dentition. Strict indications for tooth removal
will be presented followed by optimal tooth replacement regimens. In the afternoon
session I’d like to present the biological, functional and esthetic aspects of the soft tissue
around dental implants followed by the surgical considerations and techniques based on
the biological principles to meet the functional and esthetics demands. Preferred surgical
techniques will be discussed according to various stages of soft tissue management
applied during socket preservation, site preparation, surgical implantation, surgical
exposure and maintenance. Combination of soft and hard tissue surgical techniques for
management of implant complication will also be presented to solve the problems
occurred after implant placement with poor implant positioning, poor esthetics and peri-
implantitis. Presentation will be given first with concepts following by demonstrations
from clinical cases and pictorial illustrations to help capturing presenter’s idea faithfully.
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
